In 2016, Série Series remains on course with its exacting editorial line and continues to single out remarkable,
original and singular works, as well as their talented creators, from the four corners of Europe, who will be
coming to share their experiences during case studies, presentations, discussions and workshops.

Série Series is a real think tank devoted to reflection and to creators. This year we will be looking into the
question of individual and collective responsibility, going right back to the very source of works, creators’
intentions and also the link between series and society. How representative are series in Europe, socially and
culturally speaking? What role do creators and broadcasters play and what is their view of their professions....?
At a time when images play such an important role in society and series have become powerful messages
carriers, Série Series would like to look into how this interacts with the world today.

With screenings of unreleased series, meetings with creators, an insight into trends and the revelation of series
still in production during the “In the Pipeline” sessions, the programme will be as full and eclectic as ever.
There is also the European Series Summit with a new section specifically for business relations between
professionals. Three whole days, with no competition or award element in sight, devoted to discovery
and inspiration, all in a unique and privileged setting and in a very convivial atmosphere, conducive to
exchange and meetings between creators.

New “One Vision” sessions will focus on the points of view of our guest speakers of choice, all from very
varied backgrounds; experts in the creative field, authors, intellectuals, media representatives or politicians. In
15 minutes, they will give us their reading of the world today, their beliefs and will throw light on issues
concerning audiovisual professionals.

The general public has not been forgotten, with the discovery of unreleased series, numerous meetings with
creative teams and an educational section for children, helping them to interpret series which are now very
much a part of their everyday lives. Série Series hopes to provide the public with new keys for a better
understanding of the conception of series.

Over 600 professionals are expected again this year, as well as an ever-growing number of the general public
who has free access to the festival.
